New Outreach Director Will Improve Relations with Hispanic Community

NAME brings to ORGANIZATION 10 years of experience in outreach to Hispanics. Previously, as the director of Hispanic health initiatives at the ORGANIZATION, she started a series of Spanish-language exercise and nutrition programs that served 1,000 people per year. NAME also held the position of communications manager for the ORGANIZATION, where she spread news about important cultural issues into communities nationwide.
