I’d like to request your assistance in improving the quality of life for some of our smallest neighbors—the children of single parents in our community. Some of the people who are currently living at your correctional facility owe child support. Statistics show that the majority of these parents, when released from prison, will not pay those obligations—or worse, will slip out of town unannounced. 

Some do not pay because they cannot afford to; others do not understand why they should pay, so they skip the payments. Whatever the reason, the result is the same—their children face lives of poverty right here in CITY.

Because you connect with these parents on a daily basis, we propose joining forces with you. We envision a collaboration that would explain to noncustodial parents how child support benefits their sons and daughters.

We would like to develop a curriculum that not only teaches these parents about the child support enforcement system—and the importance of making regular payments once released—but also explains in detail the reason the child support program exists. Classes can describe the… 

· Strength of the bond a child feels with his or her parents.

· Joy of caring for a son or daughter.

· Research that shows how positively a life with both parents can affect a child’s development.

· Child’s desperate need for funds that provide food, clothing, housing, and medical care.

Ultimately, these classes would prompt more noncustodial parents to become involved in their children’s lives—and pay their child support obligations.
